Dear Club Directors,
Based on your input at our preseason meetings, there will be a 2012 regional bid tournament that is separate from our Junior Regional Championship. Below is the information for the event:

PSR Bid Tournament:

Saturday, May 5th, 2012 – U12, U13, U14

Saturday, May 12th, 2012 – U15, U16, U17, U18

Parameters for Puget Sound Region Bid Tournament:

1) The maximum number of teams in the bid tournament will be 12 per age division.

2) The format will be pool play followed by a single elimination playoff for the top 2 teams in each pool. If a bid tournament has less then 12 teams, a similar format of pool play/single elimination will be used.

3) Teams that already have a bid and can not improve their bid position (thus, already holding an Open or National bid) will not be allowed to participate.

4) The cost to participate in the bid tournament will be $125 per team.

5) Teams desiring to compete for a bid must make their intentions known to the region office by Tuesday, 3/13/2012. The tournament bid entry fee of $125, plus a $400 appearance bond, will be due to the region by that date in order to be considered for the bid tournament. The appearance bond will be fully refunded once a team either:

a. Is not accepted into the bid tournament (tournament fee refunded as well).
b. Plays in the bid tournament but does not earn a bid.

c. Earns a bid and fulfills all the necessary requirements to participate at Junior Nationals.

6) Teams that earn a bid through the PSR bid tournament must also fulfill all entry requirements to the Junior National championship. 

7) The top 8 teams in their respective power league age divisions will receive an invitation to the bid tourney. If one or more of them is not eligible for the bid, or do not want to compete for a bid, the invitations will trickle down to the next highest ranked team desiring to compete for a bid, until a maximum of 8 positions have been filled in this manner.
8) There will be 4 At Large spots in the bid tournament and these will be filled by selection of a seeding committee. First priority to fill these spots will go to teams that play up in age level in power league as well as teams that do not compete in power league. To be eligible for an At Large bid, teams must submit their entire won/loss record by the following deadline:
a. At Large result submission deadline – The first Tuesday following the final power league play date for that age group

i. Tuesday, 4/10/2012 for U13, U14, U17, U18

ii. Tuesday, 4/17/2012 for U12, U15, U16

9) The deadline for At Large selections will be one week following the final result reporting date for that age group. The seeding committee will decide both which teams qualify for an At Large selection, as well as where such teams are seeded in the field.
10) If any of the 12 spots are not filled through the At Large process, they will then be offered to the next highest ranked team in power league desiring to compete for a bid.

11) If there are not 8 teams from a specific power league age division interested in participating in the bid tournament, the At Large selection committee may offer more than 4 At Large bids, but in no case will a bid tournament go above 12 teams total.
